We also encourage you to send us 100 copies of a lightweight piece (1 page which can be 
printed front and back) of your literature to be included in new member Embroidery Manuals.  
Your company will be added to the Preferred Vendor page on the NNEP website, and will 
include an active link to the website you specify. We are putting together the next quarterly 
newsletter and will promote your Preferred Vendor status in the upcoming issue.   We send an 
email announcement immediately to all members, as well as post it on the Exchange and on the 
NNEPblog.com web site.
